WINNING CHOICE FOR FABRICA CINEMA 
 
With the Oscar nomination of the film NO MAN’S LAND by Danis Tanovic for 
Best Foreign Language Film, Fabrica Cinema once again sees confirmation that its 
dedication to the production of courageous and highly quality cinema brings 
outstanding results.
